Sec. 2-77. Accounting methods; examination and  certification. 

(a) It shall be the duty of the city clerk, treasurer and tax collector to keep their records 
and accounts in such manner as will permit an easy auditing in all respects, as far as  the 
nature of the city's business permits. The accounting systems maintained by them shall 
conform t o  those employed by progressive business concerns and approved by the best usage. 

&I) All accounts shall be examined and certified to be correct by the city treasurer or, in  
his absence, the city manager.

There is hereby created and established the city community appearance commission, 
referred to in this division as  the commission. 
(Code 1959, 5 2-121)

(a) The commission shall be composed of nine (9) members appointed by the mayor. All 
members shall be residents of the city's planning and zoning jurisdiction or own a business 
within the city's planning and zoning juris&dion at the time of appointment. 

(b) Where possible, appointments shall be made in such a manner as to maintain on the 
commission at  all times a majority of members who have had special training or experience in 
a design field, such as architecture, landscape architecture, horticulture, city planning or a 
closely related field. 

(c) Members shall be appointed for three-year staggered terms. Initially, commission 
appointments shall be: Three (3) members for one-year terms, three (3) members for two-year
